Admissions Policy

OUR VISION

e to equip our children to deal with the rapid pace of change taking place in the Iraqi
society and to be able to cope with the violence and repression that has existed in Iraqi
society since their grandparents’ generation

e toinstill in our children a culture of peace, tolerance and respect for others while
understanding that we can all can benefit from each other while maintaining our own
principles, beliefs and values

e to help our children gain a better understanding of their own identity and principles and
to be able to engage with others in a constructive way to aid in their own intellectual
and personal development

e to give this generation of youth the knowledge, skills and attitudes necessary to help our
society overcome the many challenges we face and to create a better society

e to help create a generation of young people who are proud of their ancient civilization
which played such an important role in this world with the first laws and norms that
respect the individual and personal freedoms.

OUR MISSION

Our mission is to develop young people with active and creative minds, a sense of
understanding and compassion for others, and the courage to act on their beliefs. We stress the
total development of each child: intellectual, social, emotional, and physical. We value
intercultural understanding and international mindedness. We adhere to the philosophy and
pedagogy of the International Baccalaureate programmes.

Philosophy

GUS is an inclusive school, and we accept students from all backgrounds. Upon completing an
admissions form, the Academic Committee (AC) will interview the student and parents. This is to
explain our school curriculum and philosophy. Our curriculum is very different from traditional
education, and parents must understand our philosophy and be committed to the IB mission. The
AC team will then decide whether the student is suitable for our school.



GUS is currently accepting admissions for its three IB programmes: the Primary Year Programme
(PYP) for students aged between years 4 to 12, the Middle Year Programme (MYP) for students
aged between 12 and 16 and the Diploma Programme (DP) for students aged between 15 and
19.

Purpose

The purpose of this document is to clarify GUS admission process and requirements. The policy
applies to the whole school and is to be communicated and understood by all teachers, students,
parents, and administrators.

Timeline
GUS school year begins in the second half of August and ends in June. The school has 2 semesters.

The first and second semester final date admission is to be determined by the school’s calendar.

Student Placement Test

Applicants for grades 3 through 12 will be required to sit for an admissions test. Enrollment for
students from local schools will be subject to an assessment. However, students coming from
international schools will only undergo an oral interview. The assessment/interview committee

will be determined by the school board annually.

Application Review:
The committee will respond to parents' requests regarding acceptance or rejection within 72
hours of the submission date.

Application Conditions Include:

e Parents should bring all personal original and copies documents (National ID card and
Passport) of the student should be submitted. If the student is in grade 3 or higher, all
previous grades and documents should be delivered to school

e The student(s) should be age-appropriate to the grade level he/she will be assigned

e Any student whose suitability for the IB program is uncertain will still receive an
opportunity to participate. If the student(s) cannot fit the program by the end of the
semester, parents will receive a detailed report to help identify a more suitable school
for their child if necessary. Parents shall accept to move the student(s) to another school

e Parents must prove & provide a medical report for their child to confirm the absence of



any contagious illnesses.

Language support at GUS:
GUS offers its curriculum in English and Arabic. Students must be at least competent in English
by Grade 8 due to the time needed to achieve language proficiency. The school supports non-
native English speakers if resources are available and sets a threshold for the number of
students requiring support each term. Once this limit is reached, no additional students
needing support will be admitted until more resources are available. The school values its
diverse population and fosters international mindedness within its curriculum.

Note: A Passing grade in GUS is 3

GUS welcomes children from all backgrounds and supports students with linguistic, academic,
and special need.

Class size and waiting list

The class size determines the final admission availability. At the moment the physical space of
PYP classes holds 20 students. If 8 students and above apply for the school, a new class will be
opened. If the number is less than 6 students, they will be considered stand by. Priority of
admissions will be provided to students on the waiting list.

GUS is an inclusive school and we accept students from all backgrounds.

All students coming from the primary years program (PYP) are accepted without examination.

Students applying from other schools must pass language skills tests administered by the
Academic Committee.

Graduates of middle years can choose between completing the IB program or transferring to
the regional curriculum. Students must also submit their academic records from previous
schools, with the Academic Committee solely responsible for determining the grade level at
which the student will be accepted.

Students must:

Obtain @ minimum score of 32 in the MYP.

No grade below a 3 in the MYP core subjects (English, Maths, Sciences, Arabic, I1&S)
Complete the personal project.

Pass all Service requirements.

Receive no less than a 5 in MYP to be eligible to enroll in a higher level subject.
Receive no less than 1 3 in MYP to be eligible to enroll in a standard level subject.

If a student does not meet these minimum requirements, but both parents and the student
insist on DP enrollment, they may still choose the DP program provided they sign a conditional
acceptance agreement. The students’ continuing involvement in the DP programme will be
monitored and assessed after each semester. The student must demonstrate acceptable
progress in order to remain in the programme.

To be accepted into the program, students from other schools must take the Academic
Committee's English proficiency test and the mathematics test, in addition to providing pasing
in their previous programs. Following this, the DP Coordinator will hold a comprehensive
meeting with the students to introduce them to the program and the challenges they may face.
