OUR PHILOSOPHY ABOUT LANGUAGE

The ability to communicate in a variety of modes in more than one language is essential to
the International Baccalaureate (IB) concept of an international education that promotes
intercultural perspectives.

The Global United School (GUS) is an English-language school that welcomes students from
various backgrounds and abilities who wish to study an international curriculum.

At all grades, students are allowed to develop their English language skills and maintain Arabic
as their mother tongue.

GUS strives to meet International Baccalaureate (IB) expectations with regards to language
provision. At GUS, we:

® Place importance on language learning, including English as the language of instruction
and Arabic as home language.

e demonstrate that all teachers are responsible for the language development of students
e affirm the students’ identities to promote self-esteem and international-mindedness
e address the diverse language needs of our students

e promote the love of reading

Language Learning in the Primary Years Program (PYP)

Language is central to knowing, learning and communicating, and each student is supported in
a variety of ways across the curriculum to develop literacy skills including reading, writing,
listening, speaking, viewing and presenting. Wherever possible, language is taught through
units of inquiry. Regardless of whether language is being taught within or outside the program
of inquiry, it is believed that purposeful inquiry is how students learn best - students can make
connections, apply their learning, and transfer their conceptual understanding to new
situations.

Arabic in the PYP

GUS understands the importance of students preserving their home language and therefore
emphasises that students are encouraged to use their mother tongue skills. GUS understands
and values the use of students’ mother tongue and supports it, as it allows them to enhance
their personal identity and highlights their cultural heritage.

Arabic language is taught in all grades as a stand-alone programme stipulated by the Ministry of



Education. In addition to the Ministry Arabic curriculum, Arabic is used in the Arts, Islamic and
Sports classes as the language of instruction. Children are provided a bilingual English and
Arabic language experience at GUS.

English Language Support in the PYP

It is acknowledged that students begin school with a wide range of proficiency levels and needs.
All teachers understand and embrace their roles and responsibilities as language teachers . In
all grades, teachers are fluent in both English and Arabic, and although English is the
predominant language, teachers do use Arabic when necessary. The language needs of all
students in the classroom are considered and differentiated support is identified and provided
to students based on their individual needs.

Language Learning in the Middle Years Program (MYP)

Again, language is central to knowing, learning and communicating, and each student is
supported in a variety of ways across the curriculum to develop literacy skills including reading,
writing, listening, speaking, viewing and presenting.

English Language Support in the MYP

At the beginning of MYP (grade 6) students are assessed to determine their phase level (1B
phases go from phase 1 (low beginner) to 6 (proficient). Students in phase 1 are placed in a
stand-alone Intensive English programme. Students in the programme attend the intensive
English class instead of attending the regular English Acquisition class and the Individual &
Societies classes (8 lessons per week). The goal is to bring their level of English to phase 2
(upper beginner). When this happens, the student joins their main classroom. Students in the
Intensive English Programme are assessed every 3 months to determine their level of
proficiency.

In MYP all students follow English Acquisition (designed or non-native speakers). In grades 6 to
9, (MYP 1 - 4) each grade is divided into a phase 2/3 group and a phase 4/5 group.

Students in the mainstream classes but continue to need support in English can qualify for our
after-school support programme. This involves extra lessons on Saturdays.

Arabic in the MYP

All students are required to take Arabic Language and Literature in the MYP. The content of
the Ministry programme is incorporated into the framework of the MYP.

Language Learning in the Diploma Program (DP)

Students must obtain a grade of 4 in English in Grade 10 to be eligible to enter the diploma



programme. All students at GUS will take English Language and Literature as their group 1
subject, and Arabic B or French ab initio as their group 2 subject.
